    Arboretum Update:>  
We are about halfway 
done with checking the 
signage for the 2025,  
late spring/early summer 
Sea Isle Park Arboretum 

(Bert and Pat Merrill Tree Trail) inspection for our  
recertification. We are missing some signs, and some 
are badly damaged. There are a couple of deceased 
trees, which the city will remove in spring when things 
start to leaf out. We have at least 100 - 120 trees  
identified so far, some of which are memorial trees.  
We are working on developing a Walking Trail Tree 
guide, but until that is completed, one can guide  
oneself; simply park on the east side of the school,  
go to the kiosk, hang a right, and look at our beautiful 
marked trees. The trees are mostly located on both 
sides of the trail, but some can be found near Estate, 
and there are a few out in the field in the northeast  
area of the park.éééééé.>>>>>>>>>>>>> 

   Purple Martin House(s): We plan to upgrade and  
reinstall at least one of the two purple martin houses  
to its former glory. The houses were knocked a couple 
of winters ago by straight line winds, and one was 
damaged beyond repair. The martins miss them! 
   Side Note: I have identified at least 25 species  
of birds in and around the park, not by actively bird 
watching, but by just being there taking care of small 
chores. The birds love our park, especially the  
natural areas.  
   Grass at the entryway near the kiosk: There are  
several almost bare patches out there, mainly the areas 
shaded by the oak trees nearer to the school parking 
lot. We have a recommendation to have some Palisades 
Zoysia grass installed there next spring. 
   Entryway Irrigation: We have a new, expanded  
irrigation system for the entryway area and have begun 
planting more native plants in the gardens there.
