at it. Third, the nails we use for the signs are 
aluminum nails and will not hurt the trees; 
please do not adjust them or remove them. 
 

When we pass the TN Urban Forestry 
Council inspection, we will retain our level 
one certification, and we will post a 
"Walking Trail Tree Guide" so you can take 
a self-guided tour. We have some beautiful 
trees there at the park, thanks to many, 
many SIPNA volunteers through the years! 
 

Kiosk and Park Entryway Area:  
We are in the process of upgrading and  
improving the kiosk area and are working  
to make sure the entryway is presentable.  
We added several native plants last year 
and will be adding more soon.  
The sprinkler system will be operating soon, 
too, so keep your rain bonnets nearby! 
 

Entryway Irrigation:  
We have a new, expanded irrigation system 
for the entryway area and have begun plant-
ing more native plants in the gardens there.
